Gridlocked traffic between the city and the International Fair in the 1960s. The flyover, just built at that time and considered as a quick alternative to a road tunnel was later pulled down again as the City Council realized it was no solution to traffic problems. Sydney must still learn.
	....but different solutions:
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Same road today with tram line above ground and….
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a tunnel for light rail/metro underground
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Tram stop in inner city. Car lanes have been reduced for local traffic and delivery vans/light trucks only but access improved by public transport.
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 Re-opening of an old tram line near shopping mall. Traffic calming must go hand in hand with better rail access so that local business can benefit. 
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	The Cross City Tunnel will not make money after peak oil. A public transport use must be found for it, otherwise our super funds, who have heavily invested in it, will financially suffer. Rail chief Ron Christie proposed an East-West metro line from Ryde to Maroubra crossing the city through Wynyard. This could be moved to where the road tunnel is now.
